                       1 Kings 19:19-21    Luke 9:51-62 
 
Are Elijah and Jesus being a bit unrealistic, perhaps 
even insensitive?  Or, to put it another way, is Chris-
tian discipleship just too demanding! 
 
Going about his usual business, Elisha is confronted 
by the prophet Elijah who has already designated him 
as successor.  Elijah is prepared to “pass the torch” or 
in this case, the cloak.  Seemingly flustered, Elisha 
asks if he can first bid his parents farewell.  Elijah, 
somewhat adamant, agrees. 
 
A similar scenario enfolds in first century Galilee. Ea-
ger to become disciples, three would-be followers ap-
proach Jesus.  The first expresses an unconditional 
willingness to follow him. There is something to be 
said for blind faith!  The others, however, are con-
cerned about the tasks they need to complete first.  
They inquire of Jesus if they can tend to these obliga-
tions.  Jesus' harsh rebuke to them takes us all by sur-
prise.  After all, wouldn’t Jesus be pleased with efforts 
to extend charity?  Doesn’t he teach us to love others 
and to take care of those in need?  Jesus' words have 
always been puzzling, even difficult to accept in this 
scene. 
 
Embracing discipleship requires a single-minded and 
single-hearted commitment – to Jesus.  It does not 
mean that we focus on Jesus to the exclusion or ne-
glect of others.  Rather, we first embrace Christ as the 
foundation of our life and incorporate that singular 
focus into the many opportunities we encounter daily 
to live our Christian lives.  Like Elijah and the would-
be disciples, we are often quick to say to Jesus: let me 
first take care of my obligations and then somehow 
find time for you.  Before we know it we have heaped 
excuse upon excuse in our lackluster commitment to 
serve and follow.  God asks each of us to surrender 
first to his action in our lives.  Then, with uncondi-
tional willingness we lay our excuses aside to follow 
him who leads us, and those whom we serve, to abun-
dant life.

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THE PRICE OF FREEDOM 
 Today’s readings promise that if we 
could escape from the shackles of our attach-
ments we would be happier, freer, more 
peaceful. Luke’s Gospel begins, “When the 
days for Jesus’ being taken up were fulfilled, 
he resolutely determined to journey to Jerusa-
lem.” Aware of the opposition and danger 
awaiting him, Jesus went forward. 
 Naturally, brave people volunteered to 
join him. But Jesus cautioned them. Could 
they give up their attachments to home and 
possessions, friends and family, conventional 
responsibilities? A tough challenge, but not 
unprecedented. Centuries before, Elijah had 
criticized Elisha for wanting time just to kiss 
his parents good-bye before following Elijah. 
 Just where would such a path take  
Elisha? Or Jesus’ followers? Or us? Paul tells 
us, “For freedom Christ set us free; so stand 
firm and do not submit again to the yoke of 
slavery.” The outcome is freedom, but if the 
requirements don’t give us pause, then maybe 
we’re not paying close enough attention.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
 
 The pilgrim experience of going by foot to 
Santiago de Compostella, the shrine of St. James, 
reaches its high point a month from now at the feast of 
the Apostle. By now, tens of thousands of pilgrims are 
already on the road. Typically, they cover twelve to 
twenty miles a day through rough territory. The diffi-
cult journey and the often primitive lodging facilities 
are made bearable by the joy of the pilgrims, their 
songs and prayers. When their journey is documented 
properly, they receive the scallop shell, a reminder not 
only of James the fisherman, but also his call to fish 
for human beings and to baptize the nations. In the 
Middle Ages, those who wore this badge on their hats 
were granted lodging and hospitality wherever they 
went. Next to the palm, the sign of a Jerusalem pil-
grim, the scallop shell was most highly prized. 
 In the Middle Ages, some people so enjoyed 
the pilgrim road, although it was filled with discom-
fort and danger, that they spent most of their lives on 
the road. Today, some people take up the route for 
exercise, but are drawn gradually into the spirituality 
of the journey. As you make your summer travels, 
always fold in an element of pilgrimage: a long walk 
through beautiful countryside, a visit to a church, a 
prayer of gratitude for your journey through life’s 
hills and valleys. 
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
