A Weekly Bible Study 
 
The Epiphany of the Lord           
         All Readings 
 
Writing centuries apart, Isaiah, Paul 
and Matthew illuminate a common 
theme in today’s readings: Christ will 
be a light to all nations. 
 
The exiled people of 8th century Judah 
are assured that the darkness of their 
captivity will end in a glorious new day 
of hope, light and victory.  The imagery 
in this passage is stunning. Splendor, 
brilliance, light, glory, radiance suggest 
a brightness beyond human imagina-
tion.  Judah’s “new day” will be one 
that the light of Christ will illuminate.  
A simple message beckons to us: Na-
tions shall walk by your light and kings 
by your shining radiance. 
 
As he addresses the Ephesians, Paul 
continues with this theme.  This stal-
wart member of the Jewish faith has re-
ceived a blinding revelation: The Gen-
tiles are coheirs of God’s promise of 
salvation.  They, too, will walk in 
brightness.    The very foreigners that 
Israel shuns are now welcomed into the 
kingdom of God.  Jew and Gentile are 
members of the same body! This is a 
startling revelation, one disturbing to 
the Jewish communities of Paul’s day. 
 



 
 

 
PARTNERS IN THE PROMISE  
 
 As a society, during these days we can be 
in something of a “postpartum” depression. 
Our celebrations of Christmas and the New 
Year are over, and after today many of us will 
put away the decorations and the last visible 
remnants of the celebrations of the past weeks. 
The apostle Paul today uses the expression 
“partners in the promise.” This is an uplifting 
phrase for us to reflect upon, and to think of as 
our own calling in these days following the 
birth of the Lord. What is this promise? We 
can find it in the gifts the magi bring: it is a 
promise of being a royal priesthood (gold), a 
holy nation (frankincense), a people set apart 
for self-giving (myrrh). We find more of the 
promise in Isaiah—a light shines upon us! In 
the psalm we know a promise of a world of 
flowering justice, profound peace, the poor 
rescued, pity for the lowly and the poor. This 
is the promise; and one of the best ways for us 
to lift ourselves out of any possible low spirits 
we may be suffering is to live out our partner-
ship in this promise each and every day.

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TREASURES FROM  

OUR TRADITION 
 Epiphany celebrates the wake�up 
calls of life, the showings of God’s 
majesty and power in the person of Je-
sus. The feast alerts us to look for signs 
of the Lord’s grace and action in our 
lives today. In this context, the call of 
the Second Vatican Council to reform 
the sacramental life of the Church, in-
cluding our pattern of care for the sick, 
is indeed a holy awakening. 
 Prior to the 1960s, our care for the 
sick had collapsed in the popular imag-
ination into something everyone called 
“last rites.” An immensely complicated 
ritual, with anointing accompanied by 
quickly muttered Latin prayers, was en-
acted for a marginally conscious person 
at “death’s door.” By the time a priest 
was called, the sick person might not 
be able to receive viaticum, or derive 
much personal benefit from the ritual. 
The healing effects of the sacrament, 
investing suffering with the dignity of a 
link to Christ’s cross, and the immense 
assurance of forgiveness for a person 
reviewing the life journey, were hidden. 
Suddenly, an epiphany swept through 
the Church, and the way we care for the 
sick was utterly transformed. It took 
several centuries, however, for the 
Church to reach that moment of  
renewal.
